CONDITIONS OF PLAY

r All players must be a current financial member of VWGA of NSW lnc. or affiliated associations and

hold a current GA Handicap. VWGA and Golflink cards to be produced when registering.

r Golflink number must be included on the entry form.
r Motorised transport will be allowed subject to weather restrictions; however, the booking of carts

is the players own responsibility. You are welcome to bring your own cart.

o Golf carts are available. Contact Pro Shop on 02 6765 9980. Numbers are limited. A per seat fee at

member prices will be charged and payable on the day at the Proshop.

r Players are to report to the starter 30 minutes prior to hit-off and must be at their designated tee

ready to play at least L0 minutes before the allotted start time.
o The Ladies Match Committee reserves the right to alter or vary the programme if deemed

necessary.

o The format of the starting procedure (two-tee or shotgun) will be decided prior to the draw. Tee

times are envisaged to start at 8am but this may vary depending on weather and entries.

o Divisions and handicap limits for each division will be determined after close of entries.

o Maximum daily playing handicap is 45.
o Payment must accompany entries otherwise names will not be placed in the draw.

o No refunds will be given after completion of the draw. Draw will be emailed to the nominated

recipient.
o The MiGolf scoring app is available at Tamworth Golf Club on a mobile device.

r The phone function of a mobile device must be turned off or in silent mode and only used in an

emergency.

o The Rules of Golf and Local Rules of Tamworth Golf Club will govern play.

o Disputes and/or protests will be resolved by the Match Committee and their decision will be final.

r Players play at their own risk.

r ln the event of a tie, results will be decided using the GA Countback system. The last t holes on the

card will be used, regardless of the order of play.

o Tournament is under the control of the Tamworth Lady Golfers members under the auspices of the

VWGA OF NSW lnc.

o No player may win more than one trophy per day, excluding Nearest the Pin, Accurate Drive, etc.

. Play "ready golf" in a safe and responsible way. Play at a prompt pace throughout the round.
